GUIDE FOR USE

This bibliography seeks to provide information related to published works regarding the
Holocaust and other genocides suitable for readers of all ages, ranging from pre-school through
adults. Each entry indicates whether the work is pction (F), non-pction (NF), poetry (P) or drama
(Dra). Entries are alphabetical by author within levels, and divided into pction and non-pction
categories.

The grade level listed for each entry is a reyection of that workds reading level. However,
not all Primary and Elementary Selections listed with a reading level of K-4 are appropriate for
students in those grades. Although simple vocabulary may be used to relate the subject matter of
the Holocaust and genocide, it cannot convey the complex ideology of hatred to young children.

Thus, we recommend that all material be previewed prior to use.
