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enhance their classroom instruction of the Holocaust, genocide and human rights in alignment with the Illinois Holocaust 
and Genocide Education Mandate. Because of the difficulties and challenges in teaching this subject matter to students, 
our institutes will prepare teachers to approach these subjects with sensitivity, knowledge of the history, precise language 
and definitions, and the use of specific teaching strategies and methodologies.  
 
Educators will learn how to present the history of the Holocaust, genocide and human rights in a way that helps students  
understand the implications of man’s continued inhumanity to man. These lessons will encourage students to face 
today’s societal choices and create thoughtful citizens who are prepared to take a stand rather than be bystanders.  
By bringing to the forefront character dimensions and ethical aspects of history, educators can enhance the relevance of 
the subject matter they teach to the student’s natural interests and questions, increasing student engagement. The 
institutes will provide teachers pedagogical knowledge and strategies needed to create students who do not merely learn 
history, but also challenge, interpret and create their own conclusions about the world around them.

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Through this introductory institute, teachers will begin an investigation of the history of the Nazi Holocaust (1933-
1945). An intensive, five-day seminar, the Institute includes the widest range of age-appropriate resources and 
strategies being modeled through the exploration of best practices in an integrated teaching model.  Participants 
will become familiar with techniques, methods and resources that include multi-media presentations, guest 
speakers, internet research and interdisciplinary connections that align with state and national standards.   
 

Educators will be equipped to return to their classrooms with the knowledge and pedagogical resources to teach in 
a manner that leads to an investigation of the ramifications of prejudice, racism and indifference. Educators will 
examine what it means to be a responsible and respectful person for the purpose of encouraging acceptance �#�
